However, all cart 

owners must submit a Clay Cart Agreement to the Texas 4-H Office prior to June 1, 

2011. The Texas 4-H Office will produce Clay Cart Permits and will have them available 

for pick up at the National Shooting Complex during registration times.

189 defenders fell on March 6, 1836 after repeated attacks by Mexican General Santa 

Anna’s Army. Mission San Antonio de Valero (the Alamo) was established in 1718 as the 

city's first mission. The chapel, one of the most photographed facades in the nation, 

and the Long Barracks are all that remain of the original fort. The Long Barracks 

Museum and Library is located near the chapel. The museum contains relics and 

mementos from the Republic of Texas and offers a narration on the fall of the Alamo. 

The Alamo is located in the heart of th e city, inside beautifully landscaped grounds.

Caterpillar Flight School, a lush tropical 

habitat surrounded by hundreds of butterflies (open March - Nov), Fun Farm Petting 

Zoo where everyone can pet African Pygmy goats, and Lory Landing, a rainbow of 

colorful birds flying about the ca nopy of an outdoor aviary, occasionally landing on 

visitors ($1 to feed the lories). See amazing hippos underwater in Africa Live! And, visit 

the Zoo's newest exhibit called Africa Live 2. Includes a giant aviary, colobus monkeys, 

okapi, wild hunting dogs and a walk through termite mound. Enjoy the grand view of 

the forest below while you eat lunch at the new Barza Café. The San Antonio Zoo is 

open 365 days a year.

Tower of the Americas  - For more than 35 years, the 750-foot-tall Tower of the 

Americas has offered residents and tourists of San Antonio, Texas, the most 

breathtaking view of the Alamo City - visitors dine at the Tower's revolving restaurant 

or enjoy the scenery from the observation deck. Now, Landry's Restaurants, Inc. has 

taken the experience to a whole new level. Among the improvements are an upscale 

eatery, banquet facility and a Texas-themed 4-D, multi -sensory theater. Chart House 

treats guests to pure d ining pleasure with a delectable menu and sophisticated 

atmosphere. The new restaurant, which boasts 360-degree, revolving vistas, seats up 

to 250 people and has space for 75 more at the bar. On the observation deck, a 

banquet and meeting space has been added to accommodate a wide range of events. It 

is a premier location for black-tie galas, business meetings, weddings and more. The 

Skies Over Texas is a sophisticated ride that takes visitors on a high-flying trip across 

the Lone Star State, the 4-D theater zooms in on such scenes as a Friday-night high 

school football game and working up-close-and-personal with a space shuttle at NASA 

and more.

Government Canyon State Natural Area  - Government Canyon State Natural Area is 

an approximately 8,622-acre area in Bexar County, just outside San Antonio. The 

canyon was on the "Joe Johnston" Road from San Antonio to Bandera which was blazed 

by the military at Ft. Sam Houston in the 1850s. Trees such as Mountain Laurel, Ashe 

Juniper, Mesquite and Live Oak abound, as well as Mexican Buckeye, Lindheimers Silk-

Tassel and Escarpment Black Cherry. Steep slopes provide scenic overlooks of the 

surrounding Bexar County and glimpses of San Antonio. Rare birds such as the Golden-

cheeked Warbler can be found.
