

2010 National 4-H Shooting Sports Workshop

WHAT TO BRING

The following list of information is intended to help you in planning for your participation in the workshop. Registration: Registration for the workshop will be from 2:00 to 4:00 p.m. on Monday, May 3rd. The workshop begins at 4:00 p.m.  Linens, Blankets and pillows are furnished by the facility.  Participants will need to bring their towels, wash clothes and toiletries.  The workshop will end on Friday evening about 9:00 pm with the final part of the program. Participation in all parts of the program is mandatory in order to be certified to have completed the workshop. This includes all general sessions that are held.  Please let us know if your travel schedule requires you to be at Jackson’s Mill before Monday afternoon, May 3.
Shooting Equipment Needs: 

Each participant should have adequate eye and ear protection regardless of the discipline being taken during the week. Other shooting equipment will be provided for each discipline. Since adequate security cannot be provided for personal firearms or archery tackle, please DO NOT bring personal equipment with you. National donors and committee supply all firearms, ammunition, bows, arrows, and other equipment. 

Miscellaneous Information: 

You will be recording information leading up to a testing process in each discipline. A notebook containing the 4-H Shooting Sports lesson guide in your discipline in its latest version will be provided for every person. You need to be thoroughly versed in the discipline manual for your area of training before you come. We will be using the same discipline manual you use in your state so please take time to read through it before you arrive. The most recent curriculum will be posted on the National 4-H Shooting Sports website under Instructor Resources.  www.4-hshootingsports.org  Most other materials handed out during the week will be 3-hole punched to fit the same binder. Other materials will be handed out in a variety of forms. Save space in your luggage to transport catalogs, caps, mugs, and other materials that may be picked up while at the workshop. 

Auction:

 A Thursday night auction is a tradition at the workshop, and a wide variety of items will be available. These items come from national donors, from the participants themselves, and from each state represented. In the past, these items ranged from guided hunts, firearms, one of a kind outdoor equipment and shooting gear, to crafts, t-shirts and mugs. Be prepared with some extra cash, a checkbook or credit cards so you can take advantage of the event. All proceeds from the auction go to the National 4-H Shooting Sports Committee for future Regional Workshops. If you plan to purchase a firearm at the auction, it is a good idea to bring a Federal Firearms license (FFL) with you to the workshop. A $5.00 fee will be added to purchased items for those using credit cards. 
Auction items: 

Although each state is asked to provide at least one item for the auction, many individuals will bring something to contribute. State auction items should be held to the $30.00 or less category. In the past we have asked states to do a basket of items that represent their state.  Individuals may donate anything they wish to the cause. Some items may be lumped with others and auctioned as a group. 

Door Prize Items: 

Each individual and each state is welcome to bring items to be given away as door prizes. Caps, mugs, state products, or even gag gifts are welcome. Since these items are given away in discipline groups, participants may want to aim them especially toward the disciplines they are taking. 

Trade Goods: 

Many participants like to exchange items like state mugs, pins, or other memorabilia during the week. Come prepared to do some horse trading with other delegates at the workshop. Coffee Mugs: Consider bringing a mug or two that represent your area and plan on trading it with someone during the week as a personal souvenir of the workshop. 
Trading Pins:
 Lots of folks like to trade pins when they attend out-of-state workshops. Check with your state office contact or local trophy shops for something that you might want to trade. 
What to bring:
 Comfortable outdoor clothes, comfortable outdoor shoes or boots, including spares. Personal toiletries (soap, shampoo, toothpaste, etc.). Flashlight, Rain gear, just in case, Sunscreen, Camera, Paper, pen and pencil, Eye protection- shooting glasses or goggles, Ear protection - your favorite kind , Shooting vest for shotgun discipline, Prescription medications, Allergy medications, Alarm clock, An open and receptive mind,  Insect spray,

 *NOTE: Men and women will be housed separately, so couples will not be rooming together. Each one may need to pack with this in mind. You should bring clothes for hot weather or cold as you never know what you are going to get.  Opportunities to Share Interaction among participants is some of the most valuable activity during the workshop. The 2010 4-H Shooting Sports Workshop will include many opportunities to exchange ideas both formally and informally. Be prepared to dive into the middle with both questions and information to pass on to others. Verbal-Idea Sharing: Make the effort to share approaches, tactics, or gimmicks that have worked for you as well as ways you handle situations in your own club, county or state. Meal times, the limited free time planned and morning/evening walks are good times to learn what is going on in other states or locales. Visual-Individual Project Posters: Space will be available to share posters or other displays of successful shooting sports programs. Make sure that your posters are marked with your name, address and means of getting in touch, in case they are misplaced or someone wants to reach you later to discuss your ideas.
