National 4-H Shooting Sports

Policy Addendum

National Committee

It is the responsibility of national committee members and instructors to make airline reservations in a timely manner in order to avoid higher fares.  If one does not make reservations far enough in advance to get the lower rate, he/she will pay the difference.  (May ’98)

Committee members and instructors choosing to drive to the workshop [or meeting] will be reimbursed for the amount of airfare to the destination if that is less expensive than mileage.  (May ’98)

Lead instructors may act upon instructor applications by inviting applicants to teach at a workshop as an apprentice, not to exceed 3 instructors in any given discipline.  (March ’99)

Association representatives on the National Committee will be reviewed annually by the Committee.  (Dec. ’00)

When filling an unexpired term [on the National Committee], the person appointed would fill out the term and then they could be appointed to start a new term [ie. two 3 year cycles].  (Dec. ’00)

A Committee member may remain on the committee after two terms if they are serving in a different capacity.  (Dec. ’00)

The Executive Committee will evaluate lead instructors and regional reps at the end of their second year of their first term.  These evaluations will be based on the job description, workshop evaluations and the annual activity reports.  (Dec. 01)

Any expenditure over $2,000.00 must have the approval of the National Committee Chair and one other Executive Committee member in advance of the expenditure. (Dec. 01) 

Executive Committee Structure – A motion was made and passed to change the Executive Committee to be comprised of the Co-Chairs (Dec. 04 modified to reflect the new co-chair structure), the Foundation Executive Director, one representative from the industry/association, one regional representative and one lead instructor.(Dec. 02)

A motion was made to add the following statement to the Policy Manual: The purpose of the 4-H Shooting Sports program is to promote youth development through the safe and responsible use of Archery equipment and firearms.  Pointing any type of firearm including air guns, laser guns or laser sighting devices at any person or any humanoid or tombstone target is inappropriate and dangerous.  Therefore the National 4-H Shooting Sports Committee is unequivocally opposed to such use in the 4-H program.

Workshop/Certification

A copy of the Code of Ethics will be provided to each participant at the workshop to be signed by the participant as part of their certification process.  (Dec. ’97)

A wallet card will be presented to those being certified at the workshop.  Any state wishing to use this card may do so using their states information.  (Dec. ’97)



No honorariums will be paid to national instructors.  (Executive Committee, March ’02)

4-H certified instructors are eligible for NRA instructor status because of equivalent training; however, NRA instructors are not eligible for 4-H certification status because of the youth development emphasis in 4-H training.  NRA instructors are encouraged to participate in a 4-H training and receive 4-H certification.  (Refer to NRA/4-H MOU)

Curriculum

The National Committee promotes the NRA Eddie Eagle program as a part of the 4-H Cloverbud program.  (Dec. ’98)

Reloading is a safety education issue and should be part of a well-rounded shooting sports program.  (May ’98)

Only discipline specific curriculum should be distributed to participants with the exception of the coordinators who will receive the entire curriculum package.  (Dec. ’97)

The National Committee affirms that NAA certification is offered parallel with the 4-H archery curriculum.  (Dec. ’01)

The committee recommends that the Living History be approved as an adjunct part of the program rather than an additional discipline.  (Dec. 01)

When the Advanced Shotgun curriculum is presented to the Curriculum Committee and the Executive Committee, advanced shotgun will be accepted as a [discipline] part of the program.  (Dec. 01)

Invitational

A motion was made to have a 4-person team with 3 person’s scores counting in all events.  (Aug. 01).

A team member is only allowed to participate in a national invitational discipline event once.  (Aug. 01)

A motion was made that we continue to allow side events at the National Invitational with the understanding that any awards presented will be given separately from the Invitational awards.  (Dec 03)

A motion was made for 2004 to establish an exhibitor fee in which anyone who donates $500.00 or more is invited to set up an exhibit and/or sponsor a set of awards for a contest area.   (Dec 03)

Resources

Any state that uses the national shooting sports exhibit will pay cost of shipping both directions.  (Dec. 01)

The approved cycle for NWTF grants is:  applications to states by January 1; completed applications returned to Committee Chair by March 31; applications reviewed by Regional Rep, Chair, and NWTF rep by April 30; checks sent from NWTF in June. (March ’99 and Dec. ’00)

It is the intent of NRA to fund trailer to each state with four per region being funded yearly.  States now have to submit their own grants [for the trailers]…this should be done by September.  (May ’02)  Contact Ken Sabo for further information.

State Level Workshops
All state-level workshops must provide a minimum of twelve (12) hours of instruction, including a minimum of eight hours of instruction in each specific discipline taken and a minimum of (4) hours of instruction in teaching skills, youth development, ages and stages  and life skills.  (12/04)
