National 4-H Shooting Sports

Pre-requisites for Attending Regional/National Workshop


In order for a participant to attend a regional/national 4-H shooting sports workshop, he/she must meet the following guidelines:

1. Have state level certification in the discipline in which they are enrolling or in an equivalent discipline.

2. Have a minimum level of experience in the discipline to be determined by each discipline instructors.

3. Have interest in 4-H and youth development.

4. Endorse the train-the trainer concept in basic shooting skills.

5. A participant may only attend two (2) workshops within a five (5) year period with the exception that a participant may attend a third workshop in the coordinators class.
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Specific Pre-requisites for:

Reloading

1. Have attended a regional/national workshop in pistol, rifle or shotgun.

2. Have three (3) years experience in state working with youth and/or training adults.
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Advanced Shotgun

1. Have attended a regional/national workshop in shotgun.

2. Have three (3) years experience in state working with youth and/or training adults.

3. Be approved by lead instructor and/or recommended by regional rep.
