Unfinished Business


National Invitational – Information has been sent via email to all state contacts and that will be followed by hard copy to them and the National Committee.

NWTF Grants Applications – A letter went out Feb 1 to all state contacts about the 2002 NWTF grant applications. At this time twelve state applications have been received.   There is a March 29 deadline.  Diane will send a list out after the deadline for regional reps to follow-up on the states that have not responded.   An application may be submitted without a state 4-H leader signature as long as an official copy follows later with the required signatures. Diane reviewed the fact that the money could not be used to pay overhead or salaries.  Checks will be cut in June by NWTF so we need to get the applications submitted. Not all the money was used last year.  Alaska, Hawaii and NJ, Maine, and RI do not have funding for 2002.  Richard raised a question about funding out when budget preparation is done at the state level, as it is a problem when the state budget year conflicts with the NWTF national budget year.

Newsletter - Information for the next newsletter is due to Ken Sabo by April 1   Thanks to Richard for the first newsletter.  Not much response has come back from states.
