     Conference Call, April 7, 2006
Jim Simms called the role and the following committee members were present:
Bill Beckley, Conrad Arnold, Don Burtchin, Dick Fultz, Jeff Goodwin, Doug Engh, Michael Martin, Ron Howard, Jim Cassells, Gerry Snapp, Jim McDiffit, Bob Soldivera, Teresa Stone, Dale Bennett, Rick Willey, Sheri Judd, Jim Simms.

The meeting was called to order by Bill Beckley who went over the items to be covered on the call and ask for other agenda items.

Jim Simms gave updated workshop numbers for the disciplines and went over where the disciplines would meet at the camp. Jim McDiffit indicated that the trap range at the camp was down and would not be fixed by the time of the workshop.  He has contacted a local range about 12 miles away for permission to use the range.  He will get back to us on the cost for the use of the range.  Bill Beckley asked if there were any last minute needs of any of the lead instructors.  Bob Soldivera asked about shipping instructions for the workshop and Jim said he had email them to the committee about thirty minutes before the workshop.  Michael Martin confirmed the email had arrived at his office.
Arrival date is May 6 and departure date is May 13.

Bill then talked about the workshop schedule and said that he and Jeff Goodwin were working on some changes for the general sessions that he would let us know about as we get closer to the workshop.  Jim Simms mentioned the wild game feed for May 6 at 6:00 with a social hour to proceed that time.  The foundation board members are cooking the meal.

Bill Beckley asked that items for the May Committee Meeting be sent to him or Jim Simms by May 3.

Jim Simms went over the possible hotel accommodations for the November 30-December 3 meeting in Pittsburgh.  Jim indicated that we will be staying at a Courtyard, Sheridan or Windham hotel and that selection will be made in the next week.

Teresa Stone ask about the role of the lead instructor at the Invitational.  Jim Simms 

indicated that we had started this practice at the first Invitational to have a National Committee member present to handle dispute and issues that arise.  Ron Howard stressed the need for the lead instructors being there indicating situations that had come up in the past that the lead instructors had dealt with in the past.

 If lead instructors are not going to be able to attend then they need to designate a substitute from their national instructors list.  Jim McDiffit ask about the possibility of bring in another shotgun instructor, Tammy Kramer, to assist him with the shotgun event. After some discussion Ron Howard made a motion to have the executive committee review the budget with John Kvasnicka and then determine if this was possible and affordable.  Michael Martin seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

A request was made that the schedule for the workshop be sent out again after the conference call.

Ron Howard indicated that he needed mouth calls for the hunting discipline.  Jim Simms indicated that we had a donor that was providing calls for them and they are being sent to John K.
