Job Description

1. Serve as member of the National 4-H Shooting Sports Committee.  Attend the National 4-H Shooting Sports Committee meetings.  One is held in conjunction with the National 4-H shooting Sports Workshop, which is held sometime between May and August at various locations each year.  The second meeting is held in early December at a various location each year.  The National committee pays all travel expense.

2. Make arrangements with national workshop site to see that classroom needs and range needs are communicated.

3. Recruit and contact instructors to assist with the workshop.

4. Make teaching assignments for workshop.

5. See that an evaluation is conducted of the discipline workshop.

6. Provide equipment requests to Executive Director of the Foundation or delegate by January 15 for use at the workshop.

7. Update curriculum by October 15 each year and ensure curriculum is printed and available for your discipline.

8.  Provide annual reports of activity to National Committee chair.  Due October 1.

9. Examine curriculum annually and make updates and corrections as needed.

10. Provide lesson plan outline for discipline curriculum.
