Job Description

1. Attend the National 4-H Shooting Sports Committee meetings.  One is held in conjunction with the National 4-H shooting Sports Workshop, which is held sometime between May and August at various locations each year.  The second meeting is held in early December at a various location each year.  The National committee pays all travel expense.

2. Represent the National 4-H Shooting Sports Committee at events and activities in your region as directed by the national committee chair.

3. Provide support to state contacts in the region through periodic communication.

4. Review National Wild Turkey Federation grant applications submitted by states in your region.

5. Provide support to state workshops and training as requested by states in your region.

6. Serve on sub-committees of the National 4-H Shooting Sports Committee as directed by the National Committee chair.

7. Provide annual reports of activity to national committee chair.  Due October 1.

8. Create e-mail distribution list to state contacts in your region to aid in communication.

9. Attend or have designee attend the 4-H Leader Forum in your region to conduct shooting sports related seminar and/or staff exhibit of the National 4-H Shooting Sports Exhibit or 4-H Shooting Sports Trailer Exhibit.

10. Coordinate 4-H Shooting Sports Ambassador activity in your region in cooperation with Ambassador committee chair.

11. Assist site selection of potential National Workshops in your region.

12. At termination of term pass all pertinent files on to successor.

As of December 1, 2001, there is $1,000 per year budgeted per regional representative to attend Regional 4-H Leader Forum and assist with state workshops in your region.
